I mean, you don't get to play on Center Court a lot. I think I was lucky to draw him in the first round. It's a special court, I think for most, I think everybody in the world, not only just Wimbledon itself, but the court being center, you get all the best matches on there. I think that was just like me growing up as a kid, that was my obviously dream to play at Wimbledon, and then now you're playing one of the best players who has ever played on Center Court. It's definitely one of the memories that I'm never going to forget. Yeah.

I think passion. I think to anything in life, you got to have passion. Also, the mindset behind everything that you do is really, really important. Having the positive winner’s mindset. It just teaches you. Tennis teaches you a lot of skills that you need in life. I think if you start with the right positive mindset, it leads everything later in life.

One habit? – I mean, I had a lot, but I think setting goals is really, really important. Small goals to just feel like you're chasing something. Obviously, dreaming big. Having that big, big dream that you're going after, but little goals is going to help you stay motivated to get up in the morning. I also had a lot of role models that I looked up to, watching the big guys, I think when I grew up with Agassi, with Sampras era. Even other sports, you always try to pick the best and just try to really see what they do, how they train, how they perform, and that's what gives you that motivation to maybe I will be like this one day and this is what I have to do. I think you got to have that drive. To get that drive, you got to see what's out there first. I think having role models, I think it's a great thing.

One trait? This is a tough one.

Yeah, let me see. I would say that all of them are perfectionists. A little bit to some point, we all want to try to be perfect in tennis, and tennis is not a perfect sport, believe me. I think we all try to be perfect, so that's why it leads to another one. We hate losing, I think. I mean, maybe that goes all sports. I think if you're competitive, you just -- and some people take it certain different ways, but I think, yeah, nobody likes to lose. Also, trying to be perfect at the same time, it sometimes doesn't fit too good. Yeah, and I would say also maybe you got to be athletic. I mean, to play tennis, I think it's one of the toughest sports out there. You got to have the stamina, you got to be athletic. These guys just work really, really hard physically to even give them a chance to go out there.

Success? I think success, everybody can view success in different ways. I think my opinion, I think for me it was, I think the journey that I chose. I think having the courage to go after the dreams that you have. I think that's the hardest thing at the beginning, because a lot of people would say, hey, this is going to be hard. I think you just got to follow your heart and have the courage to do that. 

I think when you're in the process of doing it, it's very hard to see success just because there's a lot of ups and downs, but when you start going through those steps, that's when you get that self-satisfaction. I think at the end of the day, having that inner peace, inner self-satisfaction, looking back and being happy, what you've done or what you've gone after, I think it's more important than achieving a ranking. 

Obviously, being wealthy, that all comes with it, but I think it was just learning who you really are. I think to do that, you're going to have to put yourself out there, push yourself mentally to a limit that you don't think you were capable of, but then when you look back, you're like, wow, what a journey! I think that's always going to give you that self-satisfaction no matter what you do later on in life. Like I said, with sports people, some people retire very early and they still have so many more careers that they go, but I think that just gives you that little inner peace and confidence to keep going, whatever you want to do. Obviously, having gratitude along the way I think is so important, being humble, just because life as it is, it's tough and it's going to keep bringing and it's how you get up on your feet and keep pushing.
